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1. INTRODUCTION

This instruction sheet covers setup, maintenance, and
repair for Pneumatic Tool Stand Assembly 856402--1.
The tool stand is designed to aid in operating 626
Pneumatic Tools 189722--1, 189723--1, or 189724--1.

The tool stand will also accommodate “1210” and
“2614” Pneumatic Tooling Assemblies.

Reasons for reissue are provided in Section 6,
REVISION SUMMARY.

2. DESCRIPTION (Figure 1)

The tool stand consists of a base plate with vise base
and a shaft designed with a saddle and two hose
clamps. The stand allows the operator to adjust the
pneumatic tool to various positions, as shown in
Figure 2, to assist in terminating wire to various
terminals or splices.

3. SETUP PROCEDURES (Figure 2)

1. Position pneumatic tool on the saddle, between
the hose clamps. See Figure 2.

2. Secure the tool by adjusting hose clamps with a
flat--bladed, slot--style screwdriver. The hose

clamps may require repositioning to avoid
interference with the operating mechanisms of the
tool.

3. Loosen adjustment knob.

4. Rotate or tilt pneumatic tool to desired position
for termination; then retighten knob to secure
position of tool.

The base plate contains two 7.1 mm [.28 in]
diameter holes on 177.8 mm [7.0 in.] centerline
for securing the tool stand to a work surface.
Refer to Figure 2.

4. MAINTENANCE

It is recommended that a maintenance program be
performed periodically to ensure optimum tool
performance. The pneumatic tool stand assembly
should be cleaned and lubricated according to
frequency of use.

1. Remove dust, moisture, and other contaminants
with a clean, soft brush or lint--free cloth.
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2. Visually inspect the tool stand for worn, chipped,
or broken parts.

3. Make certain that all screws are secure.

4. Make certain that all pivot points are protected
with a THIN coat of any good SAE 20 motor oil.
Remove ANY excess oil from tool.

5. When tool stand is not in use, store it in a clean,
dry area.

5. REPLACEMENT AND REPAIR (Figure 3)

It is recommended that replaceable parts be stocked
to prevent loss of production time. Figure 3 lists the
customer--replaceable parts which can be purchased
by contacting:
